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Some Thoughts on Characteristics of University Quality—oriented Education

Abstract. By illustrating the reasons for the proposal of quality—oriented education in our country, this paper introduces the

expected function of quality—oriented education.

And the

realization path for education and teaching is put forward simultaneously.
