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Challenges and Reflections Faced by College Counselors under the Sino—foreign Cooperative Education Model

Abstract: At present, nearly 100,000 undergraduate students are enrolled in sino —foreign cooperative education each
year, and the sino—foreign cooperative education model has become an important way for the internationalization of higher
education in China.
