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The Current Situation and Countermeasures of Teaching Competence of English Teachers in
Higher Vocational Colleges; Problem Identification and Path Innovation from

Abstract: This study focuses on the current situation of critical thinking teaching ability of English teachers in higher
vocational colleges. Through literature review and questionnaire survey, it systematically analyzes the performance of
teachers in aspects such as setting teaching objectives, diversity of teaching methods and evaluation methods. The research
shows that only 9% of teachers can clearly set teaching objectives, 45% of teachers try to adopt diversified teaching
methods and 36% of teachers use multiple evaluation methods. However, most teachers still face significant deficiencies.
The study discusses and proposes multiple strategies: strengthening teacher training, clearly defining teaching objectives,
expanding teaching methods, optimizing the evaluation system and building a supportive teaching environment to effectively
improve the critical thinking teaching ability of English teachers in vocational colleges.
