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Research on the Path of Ideological and Political Construction of Higher Vocational Journalism and
Communication Courses from the Perspective of New Liberal Arts:

Abstract; The construction of ideological and political education in courses is not only an inevitable requirement for
implementing national education policies, but also a key path for the high—quality development of vocational education.
This paper takes Guangdong K Vocational College ( hereinafter referred to as “K College” ) as a case study to explore in
depth the practical difficulties faced by teachers in the reform of ideological and political education in courses, despite
policy support, the insufficient ability of teachers to integrate ideological and political resources in courses, and the single
evaluation system for teachers’ ideological and political education construction. It innovatively proposes the “one center,
three classrooms, and four combinations” curriculum ideological and political education model based on comprehensive
education, sorted out the practical path, achievements, and prospects for the future, and promotes the construction of
ideological and political education in higher vocational colleges.
