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Bottlenecks and Solutions to the Ideological and Political Construction of Master’s Degree
Programs in Tourism Management under the New Liberal Arts Background

Abstract: In order to effectively promote the interdisciplinary integration of tourism management master’s degree programs,

implement ideological and political education, and genuinely enhance the quality of high—level tourism talent cultivation,

this paper introduces the current situation of tourism management master’s degree graduate training through literature review

and survey methods. It analyzes the bottleneck issues in the ideological and political construction of tourism management

master’s courses, such as the strong guarantee of curriculum ideological and political construction but the lack of overall

benefit and effect evaluation; the systematic and complete curriculum ideological and political construction but the difficulty

in mining and utilizing ideological and political resources; the wide coverage of curriculum ideological and political

construction but the weak awareness of ideological and political education as the main body; and the strong enthusiasm of

curriculum ideological and political teachers but the lack of ideological and political education teaching ability. It suggests

solving the above problems from four aspects: first, increasing financial support to enhance teachers’ awareness of

ideological and political education as the main body; second, establishing a long—term evaluation mechanism to construct

an evaluation system for curriculum ideological and political education; third, participating in large — scale academic

competitions to cultivate “ internally controlled” ideological and political practitioners; fourth, innovating educational

teaching methods to enhance the effectiveness of curriculum ideological and political teaching.
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
