Abstract: Red culture is an important resource for ideological and political courses in colleges and universities, as well as a
spiritual source for nurturing college students’ ideals and convictions.

Abstract: Guided by the requirements for ideological and political education in college courses in the new era, and using
the “Modern Chinese History” course as a platform, this study focuses on practical issues in teaching such as unclear
ideological and political education goals, rigid integration of content, monotonous teaching methods and outdated
assessment mechanisms.
